The free services provided by the Centre for Vision Independence include:

Information on counselling services, community services, support groups and advocacy and access

· Information on educational services and employment assistance

· Advice on accessing pension and/or concession entitlements

· Advice on transport options and information on recreation activities

· Interpreting services

Demonstration of low-vision aids

· Provision of assistance aids for daily living eg. magnifiers, watches, clocks, talking books and adaptive technology

· Home visits with Occupational Therapist, Orthoptist and Orientation and Mobility Instructor

· All discussions and reports remain confidential
